Instructional Note regarding Pharisees and Herodians:

This section proves that controversy often makes strange bedfellows.  The religious leaders of Israel had one goal: to get rid of Jesus of Nazareth—even if it meant cooperating with lifelong enemies.  The Pharisees were the purists of the nation and opposed Rome and all attempts by Rome to intrude into the Jewish way of life.  But the Herodians were Jews (Ungers Bible Dictionary) who actively supported the rule of Herod the Great and favored making changes with the times as dictated by Rome.  But these issues were less important than the pressing issue of getting rid of Jesus (the Bible Knowledge Commentary).
