b)  Who were you, and what were you like, before you were shown the mercy of God?  

c)  How does it encourage you to know that Paul’s past did not disqualify him from serving God?
4.  a)  What was shown to Paul in V13 and poured out to him in V14?

b)  How were mercy and grace each uniquely displayed in Paul’s life, given the context of V11-14?
5.  a)  In V15, what trustworthy saying deserves full acceptance? 

b)  In V15-16, from what are sinners saved and what do they receive?  John 3:16-18, 36 will give you some additional insight.
6.  a)  In your own words, why was Paul shown mercy according to V16?

b)  Who in your life has been the closest example of the unlimited patience of Jesus?

c)  What do you learn about the Lord’s patience from 2 Peter 3:9, 15?
7.  Paul praises the God he knows and loves in V17.  What are the names and attributes of God that Paul desires to honor? 

SECTION II: Read 1 Timothy 1:18-20
8.  According to V18-19, what is the purpose of Paul’s instruction to Timothy?

9.  What do the words “fight the good fight” tell you about the nature of the Christian walk? See 2 Corinthians 10:3-6.

a)  What do you learn about how God’s will was revealed to Timothy from V18?
