5. How does the illustration of the fig tree in verses 32-35 help us understand the meaning 

of the imminent Return of Christ? 
 

6. Why do you think God didn’t want us to know the time or day of Jesus’ return? (v. 36) 
 

7. Read verses 37-44.  What do the first three illustrations teach us about the Return of 
Christ? 
 

8. Read verses 45-51.  What do the wise servant and the wicked servant have in common? 
How do they differ? 
 

9. Dan said, “the consequences of not taking Jesus at His Word is a matter of life and 
death.”  What does it mean for you to take Jesus at His Word? 

 
10. In light of the return of Christ, What might need to change in your life to 

a. To wait expectantly and work expectantly? 
b. To live and love your neighbor with a sense of urgency? 
c. To make yourself more presentable for when Jesus returns? 
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
